Presidential Commission seeks detailed voter 
data from state election officials



What data did the Commission seek?
¥  the full Þrst and last names of all registrants, middle names or initials if 

available 

¥  home addresses 

¥  dates of birth 

¥  political party (if recorded in your state) 

¥  last four digits of social security number if available 

¥  voter history (elections voted in) from 2006 onward 

¥  active/inactive status, cancelled status 

¥  information regarding any felony convictions 

¥  information regarding voter registration in another state 

¥  information regarding military status, and 

¥  overseas citizen information.

Section 208 (1 of 3) 
(E-Government Act of 2003)

Any agency "initiating a new collection of 
information that (I) will be collected, maintained, or 
disseminated using information technology; and 
(II) includes any information in an identiÞable form 
permitting the physical or online contacting of a 
speciÞc individual" is required to complete a 
Privacy Impact Assessment ("PIA") before initiating 
such collection.  



Section 208 (2 of 3) 

The agency must "(i) conduct a privacy impact 
assessment; (ii) ensure the review of the privacy 
impact assessment by the Chief Information 
OfÞcer, or equivalent ofÞcial, as determined by the 
head of the agency; and (iii) if practicable, after 
completion of the review under clause (ii), make 
the privacy impact assessment publicly available 
through the website of the agency, publication in 
the Federal Register, or other means." 



Section 208 (3 of 3) 

The PIA must speciÞcally address "(I) what 
information is to be collected; (II) why the 
information is being collected; (III) the intended 
use of the agency of the information; (IV) with 
whom the information will be shared; (V) what 
notice or opportunities for consent would be 
provided to individuals regarding what information 
is collected and how that information is shared; 
[and] (VI) how the information will be secured."
